Full loaded with nine passengers, our Piper 
Chieftains can fly for approximately 550km 
before requiring a fuel stop... 

Taking fewer passengers allows more fuel to 
be carried, so the Chieftains range can be 
increased up to 1,000km. In most cases, six  
passengers with minimal luggage will allow 
maximum fuel to be carried while remaining 
below the aircraft’s maximum take-off weight. 

If and when fuel stops are required, Air Link 
pilots allow for approximately 30 minutes on 
the ground. While they refuel, you’re free to 
stretch your legs and use the airport facilities. 

All flights carry the CASA required 45 minute 
fuel reserves, plus 15% contingency fuel and 
weather holding fuel for your safety.
